Dear Colleagues, Members, and 
Friends of IPSA, 

It is a pleasure to welcome you to the 
26th IPSA World Congress, the first 
virtual congress IPSA is celebrating in 
its more than 70-year history. 
Undoubtably, this congress is very 
different from those you have visited 
in previous years and very different to 
the event we had originally planned. 
As in many other regards, the 
Covid-19 pandemic imposed some

format, as we all would have wanted to meet in the wonderful city of 
Lisbon and have inspiring intellectual encounters with our colleagues.

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Words of Welcome
  

Welcome to the 26th IPSA World Congress! We were supposed to hold 
this Congress in the nice and historical city of Lisbon in July 2020. The 
sanitary conditions changed our plan, by postponing our meeting to July 
2021 and by converting it into a virtual gathering. This change is also a 
manner of making the evidence that nothing can totally prevent a global 
human conversation! In its way, this virtual Congress, through its 
modalities, highlights one of the major issues of our new global world: 
is there anything that can definitely prevent the increasing integration 
of human, political, and economic relations that are currently taking 
place? The “new nationalist challenge” that is presently at stake was 
selected, three years ago, as the main theme of our present Congress: 
it is more than ever strongly relevant!

We considered then that, with the beginning of the present millennium, 
a new kind of nationalism had clearly emerged everywhere around the 
world. It should be considered as a paradox, as its spectacular rising 
occurred in a period which could be reputed by its openness, globalization 
and interdependence. Of course, like many others, this paradox was 
largely an illusion: we could easily identify this development as a reaction 
of fear and protection against a comprehensive and rapid globalization 
process. Beyond this truism, we need now to go further and reach a 
more sophisticated level of understanding by posing some key-questions: 
how to conceive and describe this new nationalism, its different aspects 
and diversity? How to consider its impact on domestic politics, political 
attitudes, political mobilization, political regimes, but also on global 
governance and international relations? How to classify it in the present 
world where it coexists with populism, authoritarianism, and ethnicism, 
while all of them appear close - but not identical- categories? How to 
understand its impact on these latter categories that are all gaining 
ground across the world?

The topic remains strongly in step with the present events, even those 
that occurred after having opted for this theme. The present pandemic 
is obviously at the core of the new global world, as it appears as a global 
issue impacting the entire humanity, as a global threat that gives 
meaning to the new and decisive key-concept of “global security”. 
However, the most common reactions that we observed are to be found 
in the traditional nationalist repertoire, through closing borderlines, 
preventing migrations, triggering sovereign and non-concerted political 
decisions, boosting different kinds of war, on the masks, the tests and 
the vaccines. In the meantime, all the attempts of adopting a robust 
resolution from the Security Council were blocked, especially at the 
initiative of some of the permanent members; in the same way, no 
reform was planned for improving the conditions of a real health global 
governance, particularly inside the WHO. Even regional institutions 
remained weakly reactive if we consider, for instance, the lack of 
coordination inside the EU.

New nationalism seems to get stronger and stronger in structuring 
political behavior and shaping public policies in a moment when it is 
more than ever at odds with the main current issues that are at stake. 
Many discrepancies of this kind have been important steps in our 
political history. As such, they deserve to be addressed in this unusual 
congress! We wish you pleasant and enriching debates that will certainly 
offer an important contribution to our science!

18 months have been very challenging

congress from a financial, logistical, and reputational standpoint, to the 
Executive Committee (EC) members who had to take the very difficult 
and heart wrenching decision to transition to a virtual format in 2021. 
I  would like to thank all those involved, particularly the Program  
Co-Chairs, the members of the Local Organizing Committee in Portugal, 
the EC members and the devoted IPSA Secretariat team, for their hard 
work and their support in bringing to our members this state-of-the-art 
virtual World Congress.

The postponement of the Congress to 2021 had important financial 
implications for the organization. We had to be creative, and this is why 
we offered a one-year free membership to those who had registered at 
the 2020 Congress to maintain their registration for 2021. The response 
was positive, with over two-thirds of registrations maintained. When the 
Congress transitioned to a virtual format, we created the Solidarity 
Category of registration, inviting those who had registered at the initial 
fee to donate the difference with the reduced fee to the Global South 
Solidary Fund created in 2018 to help scholars from the Global South 
participate in our congresses. I am pleased to announce that 40% of the 
delegates who had registered donated to this category while 10% of 
new delegates also contributed to the fund. I want to take this 
opportunity to extend a heartfelt thank you to all our members who 
welcomed these initiatives for their continued loyalty to IPSA. Your show 
of support was a great motivation for the Secretariat team and the entire 
organization to move ahead despite the challenges and difficulties 
brought on by the pandemic. 

We are pleased to welcome over 2,800 delegates from all over the world 
to the 2021 congress, making this congress the second largest in 
attendance. This is no small achievement for an event that was 
postponed and then transformed into a virtual format. This has created 
many challenges but it also opened new opportunities: A second call for 
papers, which allowed the participation of hundreds of new delegates 
who would not have been able to travel but who could attend now in a

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Code of Conduct

Anti-harassment Policy: Code of Conduct

The purpose of this document is to provide an authoritative statement 
of the expectations for conduct for all who participate in IPSA meetings 
and congresses. The Code of Conduct is a natural outcome of IPSA’s 
commitment to maintaining and promoting a professional environment 
at its meetings and other organized activities, and it is guided by the 
conviction that the advancement of knowledge flourishes most readily 
in an atmosphere of constructive debate in which all members treat each 
another with dignity and respect. 

The International Political Science Association (IPSA) brings together 
professionals from a variety of backgrounds and from a large number of 
locations around the globe. This diversity brings with it the potential for 
fruitful dialogue about research and policy, but also the possibility of 
disagreements among members. This Code of Conduct is designed to 
ensure that all are treated with dignity and respect; and that sensitivity and 
consideration guide our interactions while, at the same time, not limiting 
the substance or arena of our debate. 

1) This Code of Conduct refers to relations between IPSA members, 
IPSA Headquarters staff, and other participants, and to their 
interactions in the course of IPSA activities. 

a) IPSA activities include IPSA’s governing bodies (Executive 
Committee, Council), world congresses, regional and committee 
meetings and workshops, and editing of IPSA’s journals. 

b) Some matters of professional ethics are under the purview of 
specific committees and are addressed elsewhere: for instance, 
plagiarism and academic freedom. 

2) IPSA office holders, from the President and Executive Director to 
members of the Executive Committee (EC) and editors of IPSA 
journals, have a special responsibility to uphold and observe this 
Code of Conduct, promoting in the Association’s activities a 
professional environment characterized by constructive debate and 
the treatment of all members and participants with dignity and 
respect. 

3) IPSA recognizes that there is a distinction between victimization 
through harassment and legitimate, justifiable, and appropriate 
constructive criticism. Nothing in this document should be construed 
as a limitation on the ability of members and participants to 
constructively evaluate and critique one another’s work. 

4) Nonetheless, IPSA recognizes its duty to ensure that members and 
participants are not harassed. It further recognizes that this duty is 
of wider application and includes all members and participants, 
regardless of status or the period of time. 

a) Harassment can be defined as unwanted conduct (actions or 
comments) related to age, gender, gender identity, sexual 
orientation, race, disability, religion, nationality, citizenship or 
any personal characteristic of the individual, which has the 
purpose (intentional) or effect (unintentional) of violating a 
person’s dignity or creating an intimidating, hostile, degrading, 
humiliating or offensive environment for that person.

b) Harassment may include, but is not limited to:

i. Offensive, insulting, intimidating, or malicious behavior 
targeted at another person or persons; 

ii. Abuse or misuse of power intended to undermine, humiliate, 
denigrate, or injure the person or persons toward whom such 
behavior is targeted;

iii. Actions or comments - persistent or isolated - affecting the 
dignity of people or individuals. The key is that the actions or 
comments can be experienced as demeaning and 
unacceptable;

iv. Sexual harassment or intimidation.

5) IPSA recognizes that members and participants who feel that they 
have been victims of harassment as defined in this Code of Conduct 
are entitled to pursue their case in a welcoming and non-threatening 
environment. 

6) IPSA is committed to ensuring that complaints brought under this 
procedure shall not lead to the victimization or harassment of any 
individual.

a) The procedures for addressing grievances (detailed below) aim 
to resolve complaints in an informal way, whenever possible. At 
the same time, IPSA recognizes that punitive measures may be 
required to address some violations. 

b) IPSA also is committed to ensuring that those who lodge 
complaints under this Code are not subject to retaliation by 
respondents or third parties. 

7) IPSA ensures that procedures are in place to address complaints of 
harassment. Such procedures provide for:

a) Timely handling of such complaints;

b) Fair and impartial handling of such complaints; and

c) Fair, impartial, and sensitive treatment of all parties affected by 
such complaints. 

8) Congress and event participants should report – directly or through 
another IPSA office holder – a violation of the Code of Conduct to 
the IPSA Delegate for Anti-Harassment Policy (from here on: the 
Delegate). The Delegate is appointed by the EC at its pre-World 
Congress meeting to serve until the next pre-World Congress 
meeting. 

9) In cases where the reported behavior is ongoing, or where there is 
a question of immediate physical harm or danger, steps will be taken 
by IPSA officials to ensure the safety of participants, regardless of 
whether a formal complaint is pursued or not.
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Code of Conduct

10) Participants have two options through which to pursue a complaint:

a) If the participant does not wish to enter into a formal 
investigation process, then IPSA can issue a notice. In these 
cases, the IPSA Delegate will contact the person who is the 
subject of the complaint, inform them that a complaint has been 
made, and remind them of IPSA’s Anti-Harassment Policy. The 
recipient of the notice will have the opportunity to respond to 
IPSA in writing, but no further formal investigation will be 
undertaken. 

b) The formal investigation process will be handled in confidence, 
and the identity of the complainer will not be revealed to the 
respondent, except with the permission of the complainant. To 
proceed with the formal investigation process, the complaint 
must be made in writing and must include: 

i. The name of the complainant; 

ii. The name of the respondent; 

iii. The nature of the conduct about which a complaint is being 
made, including, where possible, dates, times and locations; 

iv. If appropriate, names of any participants who may have 
witnessed the conduct. 

11) An investigation will be conducted by the Delegate in every case 
where a formal complaint is made.

a) The Delegate will ask the respondent to provide a written 
statement in response to the complaint. The Delegate may also 
contact identified witnesses or consult with others with direct 
knowledge of the incident in question. All evidence should be 
given in writing (including email).

12) At the end of the formal investigation, the Delegate will propose a 
resolution for the matter. Resolution may include: 

a) Determination that IPSA’s policy has not been violated and that 
the complaint will be dismissed; 

b) Recommendation for informal resolution of the matter in order 
to re-establish a professional relationship between the parties, 
including options such as mediation; 

c) Termination of IPSA congress or event participation for the 
respondent, including current and/or future IPSA congress and 
events; 

d) A temporary or permanent restriction on the respondent 
regarding accession to leadership positions in IPSA, including 
the Executive Committee; 

e) A temporary or permanent suspension of the respondent’s IPSA 
membership. 

13) The final decision regarding such proposals will be made by the EC, 
and the resolution of the matter will be notified to all parties in 
writing.

14) In any proceedings, IPSA will make every effort to protect 
complainants from retaliation. The information given by all parties 
and their identities will be treated with strict confidentiality. If 
anonymity becomes difficult to maintain in particular cases, IPSA 
will defer to the preferences of the complainant. 

15) This Code of Conduct and its procedures for resolving grievances 
are not intended to, and are not a substitute for, the rights of any 
of the parties to seek legal redress. Any legal action on the part of 
the complainant will be exclusively a matter between the 
complainant, the respondent and the authorities in the location 
where the incident occurred. IPSA will not be a party to such legal 
action, nor will it accept any legal liability or financial responsibility 
for such action.
